1. Have you:

b. Described the location of the company?

e. Looked at the stage 3 marks and given the detail needed to achieve those marks?

Working Safely
2. Have you:

a. Researched safe working in school, including: hazards, risks & risk assessment; first aid; fire prevention

b. Researched safe working in a workplace, including: hazards, risks & risk assessment; first aid; fire prevention

c. Compared the safe working practises of a school with those of the workplace (can be in the form of a table)
Research
3. The final marks for this piece of coursework come from your research skills.  The evidence for this will be in the form of a bibliography at the end of the final draft of your work.

A bibliography is a list of sources that you have used during the assignment.  It should include any websites that you have used as well as any documents – for example:

· CLEAPPS student safety sheets

· COSHH (control of substances hazardous to health) information

· Company websites

· Any correspondence with companies (letters, emails etc)

You should only include sources of information in your bibliography if you have used them in your work – a quick reference in brackets at the point that you have used it is a good way of working out what should go into your bibliography.
